Founded in 2008, Loudoun Laurels was established to honor adults whose selflessness, leadership, creativity, and energy have significantly contributed to making Loudoun County a great place to live. In 2013, the organization recognized the importance of fostering future leaders and established this scholarship to provide that support. What is the Loudoun Laurels Scholarship? The Loudoun Laurels Scholarship awards up to $40,000 in total, disbursed at $10,000 per year for up to four years. These scholarships are solely for tuition and tuition-related fees at colleges, universities, or community colleges in Virginia. The award is paid directly to the school, ensuring recipients are not subject to taxes on the award. Scholarships are renewed annually based on acceptable academic performance and submission of bi-annual progress reports to Loudoun Laurels.

Who is Eligible for the Scholarship? Loudoun Laurels Scholarships are awarded to a select group of Loudoun County Public Schools seniors who participate in either the AVID or CAMPUS programs. Successful awardees demonstrate the ideals of the Loudoun Laurels: Commitment to Community and Leadership by Example.
